Saver Plus program is a National program funded by FaCHSIA, partnership between not-for-profit, FaCHSIA and ANZ.  Brochures handed out.  Other partners: The Smith Family, Brotherhood of St Laurence.

A savings program and financial education program.  Keeping people in the habit of saving money over a 10 month program.  Success rate 70%

They receive financial education workshops – Money minded run for 10 hours each workshop 2.5hours.

Eligibility criteria: they must have a Centrelink card, must be 18, must be earning some regular income, be a parent of a child at school or studying themselves.
